Siuo metodu projekto dalyviai mokomi Lietuvos istorijos, kultiiros ir visuomenés pazinimo, vertybiy -
tai trys mokymo programos, kuriose dalyvauja treciyjy 3aliy pilieciai. Mokymo programy specifika yra
ta, jog lygiagreciai déstomam dalykui, mokymo dalyviai nuolatos mokomi lietuviy kalbos. Mokymo
metodas sudaro salygas efektyviam kalbos iSmokimui, nes dalyko Zinios perteikiamos netradiciniu
edukaciniu badu, naudojant Lietuvoje novatoriska, taciau jau isbandyta, o visame pasaulyje aktyviai
veikiantj ir efektyvy Socialinio Playback teatro (SPT) metoda.

Sis metodas leidzia kiekvienam asmeniui aktyviai dalyvauti mokymo procese su savo asmenine
patirtimi ir istorija, tyrinéjant savo iSgyvenimus, probleminius santykius, keliant sudétingus
klausimus, siekiant saves ir kity pazinimo bei priémimo. Siuo metodu dirbant dalyviai naujas Zinias
priimdami tiesiogiai sieja jas su savo patirtimi, jau turimomis ziniomis, tokiu badu lengvai ir ilgam
laikui interiorizuojant nauja informacija savo asmenybés vidinése strukturose.

The Project “LITHUANIA. Meeting at the crossroad” is devoted for teaching newcomers from third-
countries. It’s funded by EIF and by co-financing funds of the Republic of Lithuania. The project is
for third-country adults, children and nationals studying in Lithuania. The project’s activities involve
producing basic information about Lithuania, helping to learn and actively practice the Lithuanian
language using new Playback theatre method and interactive activities.

This method is used to teach history of Lithuania, experience country’s culture, society and values.
The third-country nationals will participate in 3 teaching programs. Simultaneously with the subject,
participants will be taught Lithuanian. The method creates conditions for an effective language
learning as the information is produced in unconventional educational way applying effective Social
Playback theatre (SPT) method which is new in Lithuania but already accepted all over the world.
This method allows every person to actively participate in the process of sharing and analyzing one’s
personal experience, problematic relationship, history, bringing up difficult questions, trying to know
oneself, the other participants and gain the acceptance. The participants directly relate their own
experience with new information. This helps to easily interiorize new information for a long time.
The active practical learning activities helps for newcomers to integrate into Lithuanian society;
reveal their personal advantages for the local society; to know the peculiarities of the new culture
and integrate them into their lives; to experience similarities and differences with their own culture,
traditions, history. The curriculum provides important civic information about political, institutional,
social services and also third-country nationals’ rights in Lithuania.

The main goal of the project: to strengthen the skills of newcomers from third-countries needed
for initial integration by applying method of social impact, creating initial measures for work with
third-country nationals and simultaneously increasing the effectiveness of social integration using
integrated measures of interactive impact.

Lietuva iki valstybeés

Balty gentys - lietuviy protéviai

Teritorijoje, kurioje dabar yra Lietuvos valstybé, Zmonés pradéjo kurtis mazdaug 10 tdkstanciy, o gal
net 12 tukstanciy mety pries Kristy. Galima sakyti, kad pirmieji Lietuvos gyventojai buvo ir pirmieji
migrantai. Jie dar nemokéjo patys auginti nei darZoviy, nei gyvuliy, todél nuolat klajojo paskui
medziojamus Zvéris. Kol vyrai medziojo ir Zvejojo, moterys rinko maistingus augalus. Savo gyvenvietes
klajokliai kurdavo prie upiy ir ezery.

3 tukstanciai mety pries Kristy klajoklius masy krasto gyventojus papildé ¢ia atvyke indoeuropiediai,
kile i$ krasty prie Juodosios jaros. Atvykéliai jau gyveno sésliai — jie buvo Zemdirbiai ir gyvuliy
augintojai. Indoeuropieciams maisantis su senaisiais Pabaltijo gyventojais, pradéjo formuotis balty
gentys: jotvingiai, prusai, galindai, skalviai, kursiai, Ziemgaliai, séliai, nadruviai, Zemaiciai, aukstaiciai,
latgaliai, lietuviai.

Daugelis balty genciy per laika asimiliavosi su kitomis gentimis, o véliau - tautomis. I3likti pavyko
latviams ir lietuviams, kurie patys tapo tautomis ir sukdré savo valstybes. Latvijos valstybés istorija
prasidéjo po pirmojo pasaulinio karo, o Lietuvos - jau viduramzZiais. Lietuviy ir latviy kalbos iki Siol yra
vienos seniausiy Europos kalby.

Balty gyvenimas pries$ susikuriant Lietuvos valstybei

| tikstantmetyje po Kristaus émé pléstis ir klestéti balty kaimynai. Baltus apsupo naujai susikdrusios
slaviskos Polocko ir Volynés kunigaikstystés, Kijevo Rusios ir Lenkijos valstybés. Dél tokio slavy
spaudimo, balty genciy teritorija traukési ir labiau spaudési prie Baltijos jaros.

Didelé Siy zemiy dalis neilgai trukus (XIll amziuje) tapo naujai susikarusios Lietuvos valstybés teritorija.
Tadiau iki tol balty gentys nebuvo vieningos. Mazesnes ar didesnes teritorijas valdé daugybé skirtingy
kunigaiks¢iy. Jy valdzia nebuvo paveldima. Siuos valdovus, kuriy pagrindiné uzduotis buvo vadovauti
karui, rinkdavo bendruomeniy vyresnieji.

Pirmaisiais msy eros amziais baltai sparciai tobuléjo. ISmoke iSgauti gelezj ir pliena, jie tapo gerais
kalviais ir juvelyrais. Be to, nauji geleziniai jrankiai (gelezinis kirvis, dalgis) praverté zemdirbystei ir
gyvulininkystei.

Baltai aktyviai prekiavo su Romos imperija. Balty Zemes sieké vadinamasis “gintaro kelias”. Juo pirkliai
j Romos imperija gabeno gintarg - “balty auksa’, randama Baltijos jaroje. Mainais i$ Romos imperijos
baltai atsivezdavo monety, zalvariniy indy ir papuosaly, spalvotyjy metaly - vario, cinko, aukso ir
sidabro.

Pabaltijo gyventojai iSpazino pagoniskajj tikéjima. Savotiska trejybe sudaré trys svarbiausi dievai —
Dievas (dangaus, Sviesos valdovas), Perkinas (atmosferos ir zemés globéjas, teisingumo ir dorovés
sergétojas) ir Velnias (pozemiy dvasia, piktadariy baudéjas). Daugybé kity dievy buvo atsakingi uz
jvairias kasdieninio gyvenimo sritis. Pvz., Zzemdirbius globojo derlingumo deivé Zemyna, ugnj saugojo
Gabija, likima lemdavo Laima, vyry vaisinguma saugojo Bubilas, piemenis globojo Ganiklis ir t.t.

Net ir like paskutiniais pagonimis krikS¢ioniskoje Europoje, baltai uzsispyre saugojo senajj tikéjima.
Atéjo laikas, kai jiems teko savo tikéjima ginti ir kardu. Aktyvios kaimyniniy valstybiy pastangos
pakrikstyti baltus véliau tapo viena pagrindiniy priezasciy balty Zzeméms vienytis ir jungtis j valstybe.

Lithuania before statehood

Baltic tribes - the ancestors of Lithuanians

The first people settled in the present territory of Lithuania in the 10% or even the 12t millennium BC.
Those first Lithuanian inhabitants may be called the first migrants. They still didn’t know how to grow
vegetables or livestock that is why they were nomads travelling after hunted animals. While the men
were out fishing or hunting, women gathered nutritious plants. They established their settlements
near rivers and lakes.

In the 3 millennium BC indo-Europeans, native of the Black Sea region, came to the territory. The
arrivals were sedentary agriculturists and cattle breeders. The following Baltic tribes formed after
Indo-Europeans mixing with the native tribes: Yotvingians, Prussians, Galindians, Scalvians, Curonians,
Semigallians, Selonians, Nadruvians, Samogitians, Auk taitians, Latgalians, and Lithuanians.

Many of the Baltic tribes assimilated with the other tribes and later with nations. The cultures of
Lithuanians and Latvians survived and became the ancestors of the modern countries of Lithuania and
Latvia. The beginning of Latvian state is the First World War, Lithuanian — the middle ages. Lithuanian
and Latvian are one of the oldest European languages.

The life of Baltic tribes before the statehood

During the 1% millennium AC the neighboring tribes started expanding and prospering. Around the
Balts new Slavic duchies of Polotsk, Volynia, and states of Kievan Rus and Poland were established.
Such Slavic pressure shrank the territory of the Balts closer to the Baltic Sea.

Lithuanian state was established in 13t century in the bigger the part of those Baltic lands. But before
the statehood the Baltic tribes were not united. Lots of different territories were ruled by different
dukes. Their power was not hereditary. Dukes, the army leaders, were elected by senior community
members.

During the first ages of AD the Balts showed a great improvement: they learnt to obtain iron and steel
and became good smiths and jewelers. What is more, new iron tools, such as iron axe and scythe were
applied for agriculture and livestock farming.

The Baltic tribes actively traded with Rome Empire. Merchants transferred amber (the Baltic gold) to
Rome Empire travelling by the Amber Road (an ancient trade route). For exchange they brought back
coins, brassware, jewels, and non-ferrous metals (copper, zinc, gold, silver).

The Balts were pagans. They had 3 main gods: Dievas (the lord of sky and light), Perkiinas (the guardian
of atmosphere, land, justice and moral), Velnias (the underworld spirit, the punisher of villains). Many
of the other gods were responsible for everyday’s activities: Zemyna (the goddess of fertility) guarded
farmers, Gabija protected the fire, the faith was told by Laima, Bubilas guarded the fertility of men,
Ganiklis protected shepherds, etc.

The Balts were the last pagans in Christian Europe so they had to protect their religion by using force.
The pressure of neighbouring countries to baptize the stubborn Balts was one of the reasons to
unionize the Baltic lands.

1009 metais $v. Brunonas atvyko krik$tyti Netimera, galvodamas, kad tai yra Lietuvos karalius. S
valdova ir kai kuriuos jo artimuosius apkrikstyti pavyko. Vis délto, Netimero brolis nepripazino naujojo
tikéjimo. Jis ir nuzudé Brunong bei beveik visa jo palyda. Netimero brolis Lietuva ir lietuvius pristaté
pasauliui kaip uzsispyrusia tauta, atkakliai ginancia savo tikéjima.

Skirtingai nei mané $v. Brunonas, tuo metu Lietuva dar nebuvo nei karalysté, nei valstybé. Netimeras
buvo tik vienas i$ daugelio Zemiy valdovy. Taciau lietuviy kalba nuo kity ryty balty kalby aiskiai skyrési
jau VIl amzZiuje. Lietuviskai kalban¢iy zmoniy zemé Europoje ir buvo vadinama Lietuva.

Pagal oficialig teorija, Lietuvos vardas kilo nuo Neries intako — 11 km ilgio upelés Lietauka -
pavadinimo. Lietauka jteka j Nerj $alia Kernavés — senosios Lietuvos sostinés. Spéjama, kad upelé daveé
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vardg Lietuvos Zzemei, o $i - Lietuvos valstybei.
Vis délto, ne visi pritaria oficialiajai Lietuvos vardo kilmés versijai. Pvz., egzistuoja teorija, lietuvius
kildinanti is romény, o Lietuvos vardg - i$ Italijos pavadinimo (LItalia). Taip pat populiaru lietingo
msy krasto pavadinima sieti su zodziu ,lietus”.

Valstybés sukiirimas ir Mindaugo krikstas

Liepos 6 diena Lietuvoje minima Valstybés (Mindaugo karGnavimo) diena. Si $venté lietuviy labai
mégstama ir mielai $ven¢iama. Sventés dienomis tikstanciai Zmoniy suvaZiuoja j senasias Lietuvos
sostines —Trakus ir Kernave. Liepos 6-3ja Siy miesty sveciai,grjzta”j viduramzius - ¢ia vyksta viduramziy
kovos, demonstruojami senieji amatai, Traky pilyje rodomi spektakliai apie Mindauga.

Valstybés dieng lietuviai mégsta ne tik todél, kad tai vienintelé valstybés Sventé vasara, o Traky
apylinkés pilnos nuostabiy ezery. Si diena idties svarbi Lietuvai. Ji mini Mindaugo karanavima, po kurio
sis valdovas tapo pirmuoju ir vieninteliu Lietuvos karaliumi. Ne maziau svarbu ir tai, kad Mindaugas
Xl amzZiuje lietuviy zemes suvienijo j vieng valstybe.

Xl amziaus lietuviai buvo pagarséje kariai. Jie sékmingai puldinéjo ir rusy, ir kaimyny balty Zemes. To
meto rusy Saltiniai mini lietuvius, kurie ,...siautéja islinde i$ savo pelkiy, i$ kuriy anks¢iau nedrjsdave
pasirodyti”. Noras uzkariauti kuo daugiau teritorijy skatino lietuvius telkti jégas ir vienyti Zemes.

Dar viena priezastis vienytis buvo kaimyny grésmé patiems lietuviams. Xlll amziaus pradZioje balty
kaimynystéje jsikareé du vienuoliy ordinai - valstybés. Tai Vokieciy ordinas (kryziuociai) ir Kalavijuociy
ordinas. Sios valstybés stengesi ne tik jéga pakrikstyti baltus, bet ir grobé jy Zemes. Daugelis balty
genciy isnyko kaip tik todél, kad buvo nukariautos ordiny.

Mindaugas - tai ne tik pirmasis Lietuvos
karalius, bet ir pirmasis diplomatas.

The name of Lithuania and the beginning of the state

The origin of Lithuania’s name and its first mentioning

In 2009 Lithuania solemnly marked the millennium of its name. The name of Lithuania appeared in
records for the first time, in AD 1009, in the Annals of Quedlinburg: “[In 1009] St. Bruno, [...] was struck
in the head by Pagans at the Rus and Lithuanian border, and along with 18 of his followers, entered heaven
on March 9th.”

In 1009 St. Bruno came to baptize Netimer thinking that he was the king of Lithuania. He managed to
baptize this ruler and some of his relatives. However, Netimer’s brother, refusing to accept Christianity,
killed Bruno and his followers. Netimer’s Brother presented Lithuanians for the world as a stubborn
nation which persistently protected its religion.

However, Bruno was wrong: at that time Lithuania was neither a kingdom nor a state. Netimer was
just a ruler of one territory. In 7" century the Lithuanian language evidently differed from the other
eastern Balts languages. That is why in Europe the territory of Lithuanian speaking people was called
Lithuania.

According to the most widely accepted hypothesis, the name of Lithuania originated from a tributary
of river Neris — a 11 kilometers long river Lietauka. Lietauka empties into river Neris near Kernavé, an
ancient capital of Lithuania. Supposedly this river gave a name for Lithuanian territory and for the
state too.

However, there are more hypotheses about name’s origin: the others believe that Lithuanians
originated from Romans and the state’s name came from ltaly’s name (Lltalia); Also it is popular to
associate Lithuania’s name with rain (/t. lietus).

The creation of a state and Mindaugas’ christening

6" of July is the State day (Coronation of King Mindaugas). Lithuanians like this celebration; thousands
of people flow to ancient capitals Trakai and Kernavé where they are taken back to the middle ages to
see the medieval fights, handicraft or plays about King Mindaugas performed in Trakai castle.
Lithuanians like the State day not only because it's the only public holiday in summer and there are
lots of lakes around Trakai. This day is very important for Lithuania. It marks the coronation of King
Mindaugas who was the first and the only King of Lithuania. What is more, it was Mindaugas who in
the 13t century united Lithuanian lands into the one state.

In 13" century Lithuanians were noted warriors. They were successfully attacking Russian and
neighbouring Baltic lands. Coeval Russian sources called Lithuanians as “... the raging ones out of
swamps who earlier were afraid to show up.”The wish to conquer more lands stimulated Lithuanians
to join forces and unite the lands.

The other reason for uniting was a threat from neighbouring countries. In 13™ century in close vicinity
to Lithuania 2 religious orders-states were established: the German religious order Teutonic Knights
and Livonian Brothers of the Sword. Those states tried to baptize the Balts by force and conquered
their lands. Many of the Baltic tribes disappeared because orders conquered them.

In 1236 at the Battle of Saulé Samogitians defeated the Livonian Order. However, the remains of this
order joined the German Order and became a strong and threatening State of Livonian Order.

The dukes realized a new threat and started uniting the lands faster. Duke Mindaugas revealed in this
process. In sources of 1245 he was already called “the supreme king.”

Yet he was crowned just in 1253. The coronation was a result of a crafty political strategy. Fighting
with other dukes for the power Mindaugas allied with the Livonian Order.The order promised that the
pope would crown Mindaugas if he agreed to be baptized. The duke took the offer and consolidated
his power in Lithuania.

Few years later Mindaugas converted back to paganism because the Order hasn't stopped attacking
Lithuania. Even though it was short, the Christening of Mindaugas was significant. It helped to
establish diplomatic relations with Europe. Mindaugas was not only the first king of Lithuania but
also the first diplomat.

LDK diplomatija ir kovos

Mindaugas nepaliko jpédinio, todél po karaliaus mirties vyko jnirtinga kova dél valdzios. Kunigaiksciai,
uzimantys auks¢iausio valdovo sosta, nuolat keitési. Daugiau tvarkos ir pastovumo atsirado, kai valdyti
pradéjo Gediminas. Jis didziojo kunigaikscio soste iSbuvo nuo 1316 iki 1341 mety. Gedimino jkurtas
miestas Vilnius 1323 metais tapo LDK sostine.

Gedimino laikais pagoniskai LDK, kaip ir anksciau, teko atlaikyti nuolatines Ordino atakas. Lietuviai ne
tik gynési, bet ir patys puolé - ypac aktyviai skverbési j Rusios zemes.

Vis délto j istorija Gediminas jéjo labiau ne dél kariniy, o dél diplomatiniy pasiekimy. Kaip ir anks¢iau
valdes Mindaugas, Gediminas gerai suprato kriksto politine reikSme ir sieké ja pasinaudoti. Didysis
kunigaikstis laiskuose popieZiui, Hanzos miestams ir vienuoliams pranciskonams skelbé, kad lietuviai
yra pasirenge krikstytis.

I$ tikryjy krikstui laikas dar nebuvo atéjes. LDK gyventojai, ypa¢ Zemaiciai, atkakliai saugojo senajj
tikéjima. Nepaisant to, savo laiskais Gediminas jveiké politine Lietuvos izoliacija. Jis uzmezgé
diplomatinius santykius ir su Sventuoju Sostu, ir su ryty, ir su vakary Europos valstybémis. Pazadai
krik3tytis keletui mety lémé ir taika - paliaubas kovose su Ordinu.

Po Gedimino mirties LDK valdzig draugiskai dalinosi du jo stnus. Vilniuje jsikires Algirdas daugiau
rapinosi ryty politika, o Kestutis i§ Traky sprendé santykius su vakarais. Sie du kunigaiki¢iai buvo
uzsispyre ir karingi valdovai. Nors ir suprasdami kriksto reikSme, Algirdas ir Kestutis niekada nesiruosé
priimti krik$¢ionybés.

Algirdas ir Kestutis tesé savo pirmtaky darba - gyné Lietuva nuo kryZziuodiy ir plété ja Rusios zemiy
sgskaita. Taciau ginklas ir atvira kova Siems kunigaiks¢iams buvo daug priimtinesné uz diplomatinius
manevrus. Vis délto, Algirdui ir Kestuciui pavyko atsilaikyti prieS Ordino agresija, o Lietuva liko
vieninga, nesusiskaldziusi valstybé.

Jogaila ir Lietuvos krikstas

Mirus Algirdui, vieta kunigaikscio soste Vilniuje uzémé jo siinus Jogaila. Taciau valstybés gyvenime vis
dar aktyviai dalyvavo ir Kestutis. I3 pradziy du skirtingy karty kunigaiks¢iai dalijosi valdzia. Vis délto,
neilgai trukus j pavirsiy iskilo nesutarimai.

Jogaila buvo naujos kartos politikas, kuris maté, kaip zatbutiné Kestucio kova su Ordinu Zlugdo
krasto Gkj ir alina gyventojus. Jogailai atrodé, kad valstybe gali iSsaugoti tik krikstas ir taikos su Ordinu
paieskos. Taigi slapta nuo Kestucio, Jogaila su Ordinu pasirasé taikos sutartj. Vienas i$ sutarties punkty
buvo Jogailos pasizadéjimas neremti Kestucio, jei Ordinas pulty Sio kunigaikscio valdas.

Apie sutartj suzinojes Kestutis sutelké kariuomene, nuverté Jogailg ir uzémé Lietuvos didziojo
kunigaikscio sosta. Taciau netrukus Jogaila, pasitelkes Ordino pagalba, Kestutj ir jo siny Vytauta
sugebéjo paimti j nelaisve. Po keliy dieny Kestutis buvo rastas negyvas, o Vytautas pabégo.
Netrukus Jogaila tapo ne tik Lietuvos didziuoju kunigaiksciu, bet ir Lenkijos karaliumi. Tai jvyko
1386 metais, kai Jogaila sutiko su Lenkijos didziany pasitlymu vesti jy karaliene Jadvyga. Lenkijos ir
Lietuvos valdovy sajunga buvo jtvirtinta Krévos unija. Be abejo, Lietuvos krik3tas buvo viena i$ salygy,
kurias Jogailai kélé Lenkija.

The state between Paganism and Christianity

GDL diplomacy and battles

Mindaugas did not have an immediate successor. That is why after his death a raging struggle for the
throne started. The ruling dukes were constantly changing. Gediminas ruling which lasted from 1316
to 1341 brought order and stability. Vilnius was established during his tenure and in 1323 it became
the capital of GDL.

During Gediminas tenure pagan GDL still suffered from the Order’s attacks. But Lithuanians were not
only defending, they also were actively occupying Rus’territory.

However, Gediminas is famous not for his success in battles but because of his diplomatic abilities.
As Mindaugas, Gediminas realized the political importance of Christening and tried to seize an
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opportunity. He wrote letters to the pope, principal Hansa towns and Franciscans saying that
Lithuanians were ready for Christening.

Actually, they were not ready. GDL residents, especially Samogitians, were persistently protecting
the old religion. However, Gediminas letters helped to eliminate Lithuania’s political isolation. He
established diplomatic relations with the Holy See, the Eastern and Western Europe states. Promises
to baptize Lithuania determined cease-fire in a battle with the Order for few years.

After Gediminas death his two sons friendly shared the throne. Algirdas, who stayed in Vilnius, was
responsible for Eastern policy and Kestutis, staying in Trakai, took care of the Western policy. They
were stubborn and warlike rulers. Even though Algirdas and Kestutis understood the importance of
christening, they never even wanted to convert into Christianity.

Algirdas and Kestutis continued works of their predecessors: protected Lithuania from the German
Order and expanded the territory conquering Rus’ lands. However, these dukes preferred the warlike
policy and battles to diplomatic maneuvers. Yet, Algirdas and Kestutis managed to withstand the
Order’s attacks and to keep Lithuania united.

Jogaila and Christian Lithuania

After Algirdas death his son Jogaila took over the throne in Vilnius. But in the state’s life Kestutis still
took an important role. At first, two dukes shared the power. However, soon disagreements arose.
Jogaila was a new generation’s politician who realized that the fight between Kestutis and the Order
was destroying domestic economy and exhausting people. He thought that the state could be saved
just by christening and keeping peace with the Order. That is why Jogaila stealthily signed a peace
treaty with the Order. According to one of the clauses Jogaila promised not to support Kestutis if the
Order attacked his territory.

Kestutis discovered about the plan, organized an army and dethroned Jogaila. But soon, with the help
of the Order, Jogaila captured Kestutis and his son Vytautas. After few days Kestutis was found dead,
but Vytautas managed to escape.

Soon Jogaila became the Grand Duke of Lithuania and the king of Poland. That happened in 1386
when Jogaila accepted the proposal of Polish aristocracy to marry their queen Jadvyga. The alliance
of Lithuanian and Polish rulers was consolidated by Union of Kréva. Of course, Christening was one of
the promises which Jogaila had to fulfill.

Lithuania accepted Christianity in 1387 (the last one in Europe). The state performed a unique cultural
leap and quickly absorbed the western values. The acceptance of Latin alphabet was especially
important. In 1547 Martynas Mazvydas published the first printed Lithuanian book “Katekizmas”
(“Catechism”). In 1579 Jesuits established Vilnius University. What is more, Gothic architecture and art
entrenched in GDL; new churches were built; schools were established; the cult of saints and knight
ideology started spreading.

Vytauto Didziojo valdymas - Lietuvos aukso amzius

Vytauto vidaus ir uzsienio politika

Lietuvos kunigaikstis Vytautas Didysis (1392-1430) neveltui pagerbtas prievardziu Didysis. Tai pats
Zymiausias ir populiariausias Lietuvos valdovas. Daugelis lietuviy Vytautui priskiria ne tik geriausio
valdovo, bet ir geriausias Zmogiskasias savybes. Apie jj tautoje iki $iol pasakojamos legendos. Zmoniy
samonéje Vytautas — tai lietuvio idealas. Tuo tarpu to meto Lietuva, plytéjusi nuo Baltijos iki Juodosios
jaros, visiems laikams isliko Lietuvos politinio savarankiskumo simboliu ir idealu.

Tapes Lenkijos karaliumi, Jogaila neturéjo galimybiy tinkamai rapintis Lietuvos reikalais, o jo paskirto
vietininko mazai kas klausé. LDK prasidéjo vidaus karas, kuriame, sudares sajungg su Ordinu, dél
valdZios kovojo Kestucio stinus Vytautas. Jogaila, jvertindamas, kad karas atne$ daugiau zalos nei
naudos, neilgai trukus pripazino Vytauta savo vietininku - Lietuvos didZiuoju kunigaiksciu.

Gaves valdzia, Vytautas vykdé labai savarankiska, nepriklausoma nuo Jogailos politika. Visy pirma,
jis sustiprino Lietuva i$ vidaus - jg centralizavo. Vytautas negailestingai atémeé i$ Jogailos giminaiciy
ju valdytas kunigaikstystes, kuriy visuma ir sudaré LDK. Vietoje kunigaiksciy, visose Zemése buvo
paskirti Vytauto vietininkai - Siuolaikiniu supratimu, juos baty galima vadinti politinio pasitikéjimo
pareiglnais. Vytauto vidaus politika modernizavo LDK struktdra ir priartino ja prie tuomet vakaruose
vyravusio valstybés modelio.

Vytauto politikos rytuose tikslas buvo vienas - visa Rusia turi priklausyti LDK. Lietuva jau i$ anks¢iau
valdé Polocka, Vitebska, Smolenska, Podole ir Volyne, taciau likusios Zemés priklausé totoriams.
Vytautui i$ pradziy labai sekeési kariauti prie$ totorius — jis praplété LDK teritorija iki Juodosios
jaros. Taciau 1399 metais Vorsklos masyje su Aukso Orda Vytauto ir sagjungininky kariuomené buvo
sutriuskinta. Taip Vytauto ambicijos rytuose buvo pristabdytos.

Svarbiausias Vytauto laiky ir, ko gero, visos Lietuvos istorijos masis buvo 1410 mety Zalgirio masis.
Griunvalde, dabartinés Vokietijos teritorijoje, jungtiné LDK, Lenkijos ir jy sajungininky kariuomené
karta ir visiems laikams sutriuskino Vokieciy Ording. LDK atsikraté prie$o, nuo pat jos istorijos pradzios
kélusio didziausia grésme valstybés islikimui.

Zalgiris lietuviy samonéje visiems laikams tapo pergalés sinonimu. Siandien jis neatsiejamas ir
nuo populiariausio Lietuvoje sporto — krepsinio - pergaliy. Kauno Zalgirio komanda yra uzauginusi
legendinius Lietuvos krepsininkus — A. Sabonj, 5. Mar¢iulionj, Z. llgauska, S. Jasikevi¢iy ir daugelj kity.
1998 metais Zalgirio komanda iskovojo aukso medalius Eurolygos varzybose.

LDK daugiakultariskumo tradicija

Lietuvos Didzioji Kunigaikstysté pasizyméjo didele gyventojy jvairove. Lietuviai mokéjo sugyventi su
kitomis tautomis ir kultGromis, vertino jy indélj j valstybés raida.

Daugiakultariskumas ypac suklestéjo Vytauto laikais. Kaip karius Vytautas labai vertino totorius - jie
sudaré kunigaiksc¢io asmenine sargyba. Narsiems, istvermingiems ir iStikimiems totoriams Vytautas
suteiké labai geras gyvenimo salygas — dovanojo jiems zemiy, valstieciy, leido i$paZinti islama ir
laikytis paprociy.

Vytautas nuo Juodosios jlros taip pat atsivezé negausig tiurky grupe — karaimus. Siai tautinei mazumai
buvo leista turéti savivalda. Mainais karaimai istikimai tarnavo Vytautui - jie buvo Vytauto kariai,
rastininkai, gydytojai, vertéjai, amatininkai. Karaimai su savimi j Lietuva atvezé kibinus — Siandien misy
salyje labai populiarius pyragélius su mésa. Ir totoriai, ir karaimai iki Siol gyvena Traky apylinkése.
Privilegijy Vytautas suteiké ir Zydams. Jo sprendimu, Zydy bendruomenés nebuvo pavaldZios niekam,
iSskyrus patj didjjj kunigaikstj. Nuo XIV amziaus pabaigos LDK gyvene zydai turéjo teise laisvai
vazineéti, prekiauti, uzsiimti finansine veikla, o jy sinagogos ir kapinés buvo saugomos nuo bet kokiy



pasikésinimy. Tokia tolerancija judaizmui buvo neregéta kitose krikscioniskose to meto 3alyse. Tai, kad
LDK zydai galéjo jsigyti zemés — unikalus reiskinys Europos valstybiy kontekste.

Apskritai patys lietuviai sudaré tik tre¢dalj LDK gyventojy. Be jau aptarty etniniy mazumy, to meto
Lietuvoje buvo gausu ir slavy, vokieciy bei lenky. Kai kurie istorikai mano, kad tolerancija kitoms
tautoms, jy religijoms ir paprociams Vytauto laikais buvo viena i$ LDK klestéjimo priezasciy.

The rule of Vytautas the Great - the golden age of Lithuania

Vytautas domestic and foreign policy

Duke of Lithuania Vytautas (1392-1430) was called The Great not without a purpose. He was the most
eminent and popular ruler of Lithuania. Many call him the best ruler with good characteristic features.
Still legends are told about the duke. In modern Lithuania Vytautas is revered as an ideal Lithuanian.
What is more, Vytautas’ Lithuania which spanned from the Baltic Sea to the Black Sea remained the
symbol and ideal of Lithuania’s political independence.

When Jogaila became the king of Poland he had no time to manage Lithuanian affairs, moreover,
his appointed vicegerent was unpopular. Soon the Civil War started where Vytautas (son of Kestutis)
fought for the authority. Vytautas forged an alliance with the Order. Jogaila, realizing that the war
could be unsuccessful, appointed Vytautas as his vicegerent, i.e., the Grand Duke of Lithuania.
Vlytautas carried on an independent policy regardless of Jogaila. Firstly he strengthened the state from
the inside by centralizing it. He took over the lands from Jogaila’s relatives and appointed vicegerents
for every land. In modern times Vytautas’ vicegerents could be called officers of political trust. His
domestic policy modernized the structure of GDL making it more similar to the western states.
Viytautas policy towards the East had one goal: to occupy as many Rus’ lands as possible. Lithuania
already controlled Polotsk, Vitebsk, Smolensk, Podol and Volynia but the other lands belonged to
Tatars. At first Vytautas succeeded in battles with Tatars and expanded Lithuania’s territory to the
Black Sea. But in 1399 at the battle of Vorskla the Golden Horde defeated the army of Viytautas and his
allies. This loss stopped Vytautas ambitions towards the East.

The most important battle of Vytautas and probably in the history of Lithuania was the Battle of
Grunwald (It. Zalgiris) (1410). In Grunwald, modern Germany’s territory, the united army of GDL,

Poland and their allies once and for all defeated the German Order. GDL finally disposed of the enemy
which threatened Lithuania’s since the beginning of its history.

Zalgiris became a symbol of victory. Today it's closely related to the victories in basketball which is
the most popular sport in Lithuania. Kaunas Zalgiris team brought up legendary basketball players,
such as, A. Sabonis, 5. Maré¢iulionis, Z. llgauskas, S. Jasikevicius, etc. In 1998 Zalgiris team won the
Euroleague.

GDL multiculturalism

There was a great variety of cultures In GDL. Lithuanians could coexist with the other cultures and
nations, valued their input to the development of the state.

Multiculturalism in GDL especially prospered during Vytautas rule.Vytautas appreciated Tatars, he even
appointed them as his personal guards. Brave, tough and devoted Tatars got great living conditions:
Vytautas gave them lands, peasants, allowed to profess Islam and to follow their customs.

Vytautas also brought a small group of Karaites from the Black Sea region. This national minority was
allowed to have autonomy. In return Karaites faithfully served for the duke: they worked as clerks,
doctors, translators, craftsmen and soldiers. Karaites introduced their traditional pasty Kibinai which
are very popular in modern Lithuania. Both Tatars and Karaites still live in the surroundings of Trakai.
Vytautas granted a charter for Jews too. He decided that Jew communities would be subordinate
just to the Grand Duke. Since the end of 14" century Jews had rights to travel, trade and take up
financial activities without any restraints; their synagogues and cemeteries have been protected from
any attempts. Such tolerance towards Judaism was not common in other Christian countries of the
day. What is more, unlike in other European countries, in GDL Jews could get lands.

Overall, Lithuanians constituted just a third of all GDL residents. Besides already mentioned ethnic
groups, in GDL were lots of Slavs, Germans and Poles. Some of the historians believe that tolerance
for other nations, their religions and customs was one of the reasons why during Vytautas throne GDL
prospered.

Tapdamas kartu ir LDK, ir Lenkijos valdovu, Jogaila pastaté Lietuva j sudétinga situacija. Lietuva tapo
priklausoma nuo Lenkijos valdovo, taigi netiesiogiai susijungé su Lenkija. Lietuvos didysis kunigaikstis
- nebe savarankiskas valdovas, o Lenkijos karaliaus atstovas Lietuvoje. I3skirtiné Vytauto asmenybé
lémé, kad, jam bunant didZiuoju kunigaiks¢iu, Lietuva sugebéjo vykdyti labai savarankiska politika.
Taciau Vytautui mirus ir j valdzig atéjus silpnesniems kunigaik$¢iams, priklausomybés nuo Lenkijos
problema darési vis aktualesné.

Lenkija vis labiau késinosi j Lietuvos savarankiskuma, o stipraus kunigaikscio, kuris $j savarankiskuma
apginty, nebuvo. Todél LDK labai iSaugo pony tarybos (kunigaiki¢io patariamojo organo) politinis
vaidmuo. Lietuvos didikai émési iniciatyvos islaikyti LDK savarankiskuma. llgainiui pony taryba tapo
realia valstybés valdzia. Didziyjy kunigaiks¢iy galia buvo stipriai apribota - jie tapo tik pony tarybos
sprendimy vykdytojais.

XVlamzZiuje LDK tapo tik buvusios savo galybés Seséliu. Dabar Lenkija ir naujai iskilusi Maskvos didZioji
kunigaikstysté buvo pagrindinés varzovés Vidurio ir Ryty Europos regione. Maskvos kunigaikstysté
tapo didziausia grésme Lietuvai. Nusilpusi, didZiulé, daug slavy Zemiy turinti LDK traukte traukdavo
Maskvos puolimus. LDK butinai reikéjo ieskoti sgjungininky.

Pony taryba taip pat, uZuot stiprinusi LDK savarankiskuma, silpnino valstybe. Tarybos nariy interesai
daznai issiskirdavo. DidziGnai ilgainiui ne sprendé valstybés klausimus, o kovojo dél valdZios. Taryba
galy gale ir atvedé Lietuva j sajunga su Lenkija. Buvo nuspresta, kad, tik susijungusi su Lenkija, LDK
sugebés atsilaikyti prie$ Maskvos kunigaikstystés atakas.

1569 metais Liublino unija jtvirtino naujos Europos valstybés — Lenkijos ir Lietuvos bendros respublikos
- atsiradima. Taciau didelé, daugiatauté, renkamy monarchy valdoma valstybé neatitiko Europos
tendencijy. Europoje vyko atvirkstiniai procesai - kiirési nacionalinés valstybés su stipria valdzia. Taigi
Abiejy Tauty Respublikos zlugimas buvo uzprogramuotas jau jos kirimo metu.

1791 mety geguzés 3-iosios Konstitucija

Nors ir Abiejy Tauty Respublika gyvavo neilgai, vienu jos pasiekimu dabar gali didzZiuotis ir Lietuva, ir
Lenkija. 1791 mety geguzés 3 dieng ATR priémé konstitucija, kuri tapo pirmaja radytine konstitucija
Europoje, keletuménesiyaplenkusiPrancizijos konstitucija. Sikonstitucijabuvo pazangusdokumentas
— kaip ir anks¢iau priimta JAV konstitucija, ji réemési Zmogaus ir pilie¢io teisiy deklaracija.

Taciau tais laikais Respublikoje tikrai nebuvo kada dziaugtis. Bajory anarchijos ir politiky tarpusavio
rieteny iSvarginta Respublika buvo labai nusilpusi ir jau gerokai apkarpyta stipriy Europos valstybiy
- Rusijos imperijos, Austrijos ir Prusijos. Konstitucija buvo priimta, siekiant valstybéje jvesti daugiau
tvarkos, taciau to Zingsnio turbit imtasi per vélai. Po ketveriy mety nuo konstitucijos priémimo -

Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth

Reasons for establishing Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth

Being the ruler of Poland and Lithuania at the same time Jogaila brought Lithuania into a difficult
situation. Lithuania became dependent on Poland’s ruler, i.e., it was indirectly united with Poland. The
Grand Duke no longer was an independent ruler — he became a representative of Poland’s king. But
because of Vytautas' idiosyncratic personality Lithuania was able to pursue an autonomous policy.
However, after the Grand Duke’s death weaker dukes came into throne and the problem of Lithuania’s
dependence on Poland got more acute.

Poland progressively encroached on Lithuania’s autonomy and there were no strong duke to protect
the state. That is why the political role of Lords Council (duke’s deliberative assembly) increased.
Lithuanian nobility took initiative to save state’s autonomy. Eventually Lords Council became a
real authority in Lithuania. The power of the grand dukes was restrained to simply executing Lords
Council’s decisions.

In 16th century the mightiness of GDL vanished. Poland and the newly established Grand Duchy of
Moscow were the main rivals in the Middle and Eastern Europe. The Grand Duchy of Moscow became
the new threat for Lithuania. The main reason of Moscow’s attacks was Slavic lands occupied by GDL.
The weakness of GDL called for allies.

What is more, instead of strengthening GDL's autonomy Lords Council just made the state weaker.
The interests of members usually differed. Soon they started fighting for the power instead of solving
state’s matters. The council finally entered GDL into alliance with Poland. They decided that this union
was the only way to withstand the attacks of the Grand Duchy of Moscow.

In 1569 the Union of Lublin created a new state, the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. However, a
big, multicultural state ruled by elected monarchs did not comply with European tendencies. At that
time in Europe a reverse process was going: centralized nation states were establishing. Therefore, the
collapse of Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth was inevitable.

The Constitution of May 3, 1791

Even though the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth lasted shortly, they achieved one important
attainment. Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth in 1791 adopted the May 3rd Constitution, Europe’s
first codified national constitution (French constitution was adopted few months later). This

constitution was an advanced document. Just like the United States Constitution (1788) it was based
on Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen.

However, there was no time to rejoice at this achievement. The Republic was exhausted by the
anarchy of noblemen, ructions between politicians; its territory was reduced by stronger European
states: Russian Empire, Austria and Prussia. The Constitution was adopted to introduce more order
into the state but that was already too late. 4 years later, in 1795, the Republic vanished from Europe’s
political map. It was partitioned by Russia, Prussia and Austria. Almost all GDL's territory belonged to
Russian Empire.

Rusijos imperijos politika lietuviy atzvilgiu

Du Simtmeciai sajungoje su Lenkija savaip suformavo lietuvio tapatybe. Visus valstybés reikalus tvarké
kilmingi pilieciai-bajorai lenky kalba. llgainiui Lietuvos DidZiosios kunigaikstystés bajorai pagal kulttra
irkalbg émé laikyti save lenkais, nors idéjine prasme isliko Lietuvos patriotais, Lietuvos savarankiskumo
salininkais. Lietuviy kalba, tuo tarpu, naudojo tik Lietuvos “prastuomené” - valstieciai.

Lietuvai atsidarus Rusijos imperijoje, lietuviskumas nebuvo laikomas ir tokiu pavojingu valdziai
kaip lenkiSkumas. Lietuvybe puoseléje neapsisviete valstieciai-baudziauninkai nesuvoké saves kaip
tautos. Tuo tarpu su lenky kultdra tapatinosi visa politiskai aktyvi ir intelektuali Lenkijos-Lietuvos
visuomené.

Lenky nacionalizmas Rusijos imperijai iSties sukélé vargo — 1831, o véliau 1863 metais vyko sukilimai,
kuriais buvo siekiama atsiskirti nuo Rusijos imperijos. 1831 mety sukilimo tikslas buvo atkurti Abiejy
Tauty Respublika, taciau Lietuvai Sioje respublikoje neturéjo priklausyti lygios teisés su Lenkija - ji
turéjo buti tik Lenkijos dalis. Vis délto, sukilime dalyvavo daug lietuviy valstieciy. Jiems sukilimo
organizatoriai Zadéjo, kad bus panaikinta baudziava. Kadangi valdzia j sukilima Ziaréjo kaip j “lenky
sukilima’, tai po jo numal3inimo émési“lenky prady naikinimo” politikos. Pirmiausia buvo nusitaikyta
j kalba. ] “valstietiska” lietuviy kalba tuo metu dar Ziréta pro pirstus.

Antrame - 1863 metai vykusiame sukilime ne tik lenkai, bet ir lietuviy tauta jau aiskiau reiské nora bati
savarankiskais. Sis, kaip ir 1831 mety sukilimas, nepavyko. Tagiau po 3io sukilimo Rusijos imperijos
valdzia émeési kur kas grieztesniy represijy, nukreipty ne tik prie$ lenkus, bet ir pries lietuvius. Buvo
uzdrausta lietuviska abécélé, lietuviska spauda ir lietuviskos mokyklos. Lietuviskos spaudos draudimas
galiojo 1863-1905 metais.

Lietuviy tautinis atgimimas

Galima sakyti, kad aktyvi rusinimo politika, spaudos draudimas paspartino modernios lietuviy tautos
vystymasi. Zmonéms vieningai kovojant prie$ valdzios draudimus, formavosi jy tautiné savimoné.
Galy gale iséjo taip, kad, badami carinéje Rusijoje, lietuviai pirma kartg pamaté save kaip tauta, atskirg

ne tik nuo rusy, bet ir nuo lenky. Toks lietuviy tautos formavimasis graziai jsiliejo j bendrg Tauty
pavasario judéjima visoje Europoje.

XIX amziuje didZiausias lietuviy valstieciy autoritetas buvo Kataliky baznycia. Tuo tarpu baznycia
bendravo su valstieciais batent lietuviy kalba - ne tik jiems saké pamokslus, bet ir steigé lietuviskas
mokyklas, blaivybés brolijas, spausdino ir platino lietuviskas religines knygas. Taigi nenuostabu, kad,
uzdraudus lietuviska spauda, batent Baznycia organizavo pasipriesinima draudimams.

Ypac daug prie to prisidéjo vyskupas Motiejus Valancius. Jis pats kareé lietuviskus leidinius, organizavo
slapta jy spausdinima ir platinima. Lietuviska spauda platine Zzmonés vadinami knygnesiais. Savo
gerove (ir net gyvybe) rizikavo visi spaudos draudimo pazZeidinétojai: ir knygnesiai, ir spaudos
rengéjai, ir skaitytojai. Slaptos kaimo mokyklos, kuriose vaikai biadavo mokomi lietuviy kalbos, taip
pat neatsiejamos nuo pasipriesinimo judéjimo. Turéti tokig mokykla buvo kiekvieno kaimo garbés
reikalas. Visi Sie nusizengimai labai vienijo tauta, kurios pagrindiniu bendrumo pozymiu tapo lietuviy
kalba.

XIX amziaus 8-9 desimtmeciuose tautinis lietuviy judéjimas susilauké pastiprinimo. | judéjima gana
masiskai émé jsitraukti pirmoji is valstieciy kilusi, taciau aukstuosius pasaulietinius mokslus baigusi,
inteligenty karta. Sie Zzmonés pradéjo leisti pirmuosius lietuviskus laikras¢ius — Ausrg, Varpq, Ukininkg,
Tévynés sargq.

In Russian Empire Lithuanians become Lithuanians

Russian Empire policy toward Lithuania

Two centuries in Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth oddly formed Lithuanian’s identity. Nobles
administrated all state’s affairs in Polish. Eventually, nobles of GDL adopted the Polish language, culture
and started calling themselves Polish even though ideologically they remained patriots and supporters
of Lithuania’s autonomy. The Lithuanian language at a time was used only by the commons, peasants.
In Russian Empire Lithuanianism did not seem to be as dangerous for the government as Polishism.
Illiterate serfs who upheld lithuanianism did not recognize themselves as a nation. Whereas, all politically
active Polish-Lithuanian intellectuals identified themselves with the Polish culture.

Polish nationalism caused many problems for Russian Empire: in 1831 and 1863 citizens rebelled against
the empire and tried to get autonomy. The main aim of 1831 rebellion was to recreate Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth. But in this union Lithuania would have been subordinate to Poland. Lots of Lithuanian
peasants participated in this rebellion because the organizers promised the abolishment of serfdom.
As the government blamed Poles for the rebellion, after the suppression Russians pursued the policy
of destroying Polish national values. The first target was the language. The Lithuanian language spoken
just by peasants at a time was overlooked.

In the rebellion of 1863 both Poles and Lithuanians showed their desire for autonomy. The second revolt
failed just like the first one. However, after this one Russian Empire applied strict repressive measures
not only against Polish but against Lithuanians too. Lithuanian alphabet, Lithuanian press and schools
were forbidden. The censorship of the Lithuanian press lasted from 1863 to 1905.

Lithuanian national revival

It may be said that the active Russification, censorship of the press fastened the development of
modern Lithuanian nation. People unanimously fighting against prohibitions formed their national
consciousness. Eventually, just under oppression of Russian Empire Lithuanians for the first time saw
themselves as a single nation independent from Russians and Poles. Such formation of Lithuanian
nation took a part in the Spring of Nations movement in Europe.

In 19% century the greatest authority for Lithuanian peasants was the Catholic Church. The church
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communicated with the peasantsin Lithuanian: clergymen preached, established Lithuanian schools and
temperance societies, printed and distributed Lithuanian religious books. So it is hardly surprising that
during the censorship of the Lithuanian press the church organized the resistance for prohibitions.
Bishop Motiejus Valancius took a great part in the resistance. He created Lithuanian publications,
illegally organized their printing and distribution. The distributors of Lithuanian press were called book
smugglers (It. knygnesiai). Both book smugglers, organizers of the press and readers set their wellbeing
and life on chance for violating the censorship. Secret schools where children were taught the Lithuanian
language were also a part of the resistance movement. Having such a school in a village was a point
of honor. All these offences unified the nation. The main feature of the nation’s commonness was the
Lithuanian language.

Lithuanian national movement received backup in the 8"-9* decades of the 19" century. The first
generation of intellectuals of peasant origin who have acquired secular education joined the movement.
These people started publishing the first Lithuanian newspapers: Ausra, Varpas, Ukininkas, Tévynés
Sargas. On the ground of these newspapers the first Lithuanian political parties were established. And
the editors: V. Kudirka, J. Basanavicius, J. Tumas-Vaizgantas started formulating their goal: to create an
independent state of Lithuania. Soon an opportunity for implementing the goal occurred.

Nuo autonomijos iki nepriklausomybés

1905 metais Rusijoje stipréjo nepasitenkinimas caro vadzia, revoliucinés nuotaikos. Sios nuotaikos
persikélé ir kitoms tautoms imperijos sudétyje. Pasinaudoje silpnéjancia caro valdzia, lietuviai susauké
lietuviy tautos seima. Sis seimas nutaré, kad lietuviy tauta sieks autonomijos nuo Rusijos imperijos.
Iki 1915 mety lietuviai visame pasaulyje vykdé propagandine veikla, siekdami Lietuvos autonomijos.
Lietuvag uzmirdusiai Europai buvo aiskinama, kad Lietuva néra ne tik Rusijos, bet ir Lenkijos dalis.
Laiskuose pasaulio valstybiy vadovams, taip pat vieSose paskaitose lietuviy tautinio sajadzio veikéjai
pasakojo apie Lietuvos istorijg, priminé, kaip anksciau atrodé jos teritorija.

1915 metais, vykstant Pirmajam pasauliniam karui, Lietuvos teritorija uzémé Vokietija. Si valstybé
skelbési esanti uz tauty apsisprendimo principa. Lietuviy tautinio sajadzio veikéjai jauté, kad atsirado
proga siekti ne tik autonomijos, bet ir visiskos Lietuvos valstybés nepriklausomybés.

Nepriklausomybés paskelbimo aplinkybés

Vis délto, pries skelbiant nepriklausomybe, lietuviams teko iSlaviruoti tarp daugybés didziyjy valstybiy
interesy. Rusijos sagjungininkés Pirmajame pasauliniame kare - DidZioji Britanija ir Prancizija nepritaré
mazujy lietuviy nepriklausomybés siekiams. Jiems atrodé, kad tauty apsisprendimo principas turéty
galiotilenkams, o Lietuva téra Lenkijos dalis. Lietuviai, ypac gyvenantys vakary Salyse, kaip ir anksciau,
aktyviai platino Zinig, kad Lietuva istoriSkai buvo savarankiska valstybé. Taciau priesinga Zinig skelbusi
lenky propaganda girdéjosi dar garsiau.

Vokietija, tuo tarpu, sitlé Lietuvai savarankiskuma, bet su daugybe suvarzymuy. Realiai lietuviams buvo
siiloma kultariné autonomija, taciau beveik visos valstybés institucijos turéjo likti vokieciy rankose.
Pagal Vokietijos silomas salygas, toks valdymas trukty dar 10 mety, o Klaipédos kraste — 25 metus.
1917 mety rugséjj vykusi Lietuvos atstovy konferencija neatmeté vienokios ar kitokios sajungos su
Vokietija galimybés, bet placiau to irgi neaptaré. Svarbiausias konferencijos sprendimas buvo, kad
“turi bati sukurta nepriklausoma demokratiné Lietuvos valstybé etnografinése ribose”.

Nepaisant to, veikti visai savarankiskai nuo Vokietijos lietuviams tuo metu atrodé nejmanoma. Taigi
Lietuvos taryba 1918 mety gruodj parengé dokumenta, kurio pirmojoje dalyje skelbé Lietuvos
nepriklausomybe, o antrojoje dalyje prasé Vokietijos apsaugos ir pagalbos valstybés reikalams
tvarkyti ir pasisaké uz tvirtag Lietuvos ir Vokietijos sajunga. Vokietija Zadéjo §j dokumenta pripazinti ir
paskelbti, taciau tai padaryti delsé.

Lietuvos taryba, nesulaukdama pripazinimo, subrendo energingiems zingsniams. Visiskos Lietuvos
nepriklausomybés galininkai jtikino Tarybos narius priimti nauja akta. 5j aktg Taryba, pirmininkaujama
J. Basanaviciaus, vienbalsiai paskelbé 1918 mety vasario 16 diena. Jame buvo teigiama, kad Lietuvos
taryba, kaip vienintelé lietuviy tautos atstové, skelbia atkurianti nepriklausoma demokratine Lietuvos
valstybe su sostine Vilniumi ir nutraukia buvusius jos valstybinius rysius su kitomis tautomis.
Nepaisant vokieciy valdZios pasipriesinimo, aktas buvo paskelbtas Lietuvos aido laikrastyje ir émé
plisti Lietuvoje bei uz jos riby.

Declaration of Independence

The way from autonomy to independence

In 1905 political unrest and revolutionary ideas arose in Russian Empire. When the authority of tsar
weakened Lithuanians took a chance to convene Lithuanian Seimas. The assembly made a decision
to demand a politic autonomy within the Russian Empire.

Till 1915 Lithuanians seeking autonomy were pursuing propaganda all over the world. They tried to
explain for Europe that Lithuania was not a part of Russia and Poland. In letters for heads of other
states and during public lectures the participants of Lithuanian national movement told about the
history of Lithuania, reminded the size of its past territory.

In 1915, during World War 1, Lithuania was occupied by Germany. Germany supported the self-
determination of nations. That is why the participants of Lithuanian national movement noticed an
opportunity to seek autonomy and independence.

The circumstances of declaration of independence

However, before declaring independence, Lithuanians had to trim between many interests of the
bigger states. The Great Britain and France, Russia’s allies during World War 1, did not approve
Lithuanians'aim to be independent. They thought that the principle of self-determination of nations
should be obtained by Poles and Lithuania was just a part of Poland. Lithuanians, especially those
living in the western countries, were actively spreading a message that historically Lithuania was an
autonomous state. However, the opposite message announced by Poles was louder.

The autonomy offered by Germany contained many restrictions. In the concrete, Lithuania would
have gotten cultural autonomy but all state’s institutions would have been controlled by Germans.
Such administration should have lasted for 10 years and 25 years for Klaipéda region. In the Vilnius
Conference (1917) the possibility of any union with Germany was nor discounted nor discussed.
The main decision was “to create an independent democratic state of Lithuania in its ethnographic
territory.”

Nevertheless, Lithuanians did not think it was possible to exist independently of Germany. That is why
in December of 1918 the Council of Lithuania issued a document; in the first part independence of
Lithuania was proclaimed; in the second part Lithuania spoke about strong union with Germany and
asked Germany for protection and help in administrating state’s affairs. Germany promised to acclaim
and promulgate the document but kept delaying.

The Council of Lithuania was tired of waiting for acclaim and took immediate actions. The supporters
of Lithuanian independence convinced the Council to issue another act. The Council chaired by J.
Basanavicius issued this act on 16™ February, 1918. The Council of Lithuania, as the sole representative
of Lithuanian nation, proclaimed the restoration of the independent state of Lithuania, founded on
democratic principles, with Vilnius as its capital and declared the termination of all state ties which
formerly bound Lithuania to other states.

Despite of the opposition of the German authority, the act of proclamation was announced in Lietuvos
aidas and started spreading around Lithuania and abroad.

Lietuva apie savo nepriklausomybe paskelbé, kai kaimynystéje taip pat karési valstybés (Lenkija,
Latvija). Kitose kaimynése keitési santvarka (Rusijoje). Tarp galingesniy kaimyniy jsispraudusi Lietuva,
nedidelé ir oficialiai dar nepripazinta valstybé, tapo jy interesy taikiniu. Du metus musy valstybei
ginklu teko kautis dél islikimo.

Vienu metu Lietuvg puolé net keletas priesy. Bolsevikai sieké jgyvendinti Pasaulinés revoliucijos idéja,
todél bandé jtvirtinti Taryby valdZig uz Rusijos riby. Zinoma, uzkariaujant pasaulj, patogiausia pradéti
nuo kaimynuy. Taigi per Lietuva turéjo driektis Revoliucijos kelias j vakarus. 1919 mety sausj Raudonoji
armija su V. Kapsuku priesakyje jzengé j Vilniy. Lietuva, tuo tarpu, dar tik rinko savo kariuomene. Vis
délto rugpjatj kariuomenei jau pavyko isstumti bolSevikus is masy krasto.

1919 mety antroje puséje teko tvarkytis su nauju priesu — bermontininkais. Tai buvo bendri vokieciy
ir rusy daliniai, kurie susibaré kovai pries bolSevikus. Deja, masio lauku jie taip pat noréjo paversti
Lietuvos teritorijg. Tac¢iau gruodzio ménesj besikurianti Lietuvos kariuomené savo valstybés teritorija
apgyné ir nuo bermontininky.

Sunkiausiai lietuviams sekési kovoti su Lenkija, kuri bandé prisijungti jei ne visg Lietuva, tai bent
jau Vilniaus krasta. 1920 spalio 9 dieng generolo L. Zeligovskio daliniai, kurie buvo beveik tokio pat
dydzio kaip visa tuometiné Lietuvos kariuomené, jzengé j Vilniy. Per maZzos Vilniuje sutelktos Lietuvos
kariy pajégos nesugebéjo apginti sostinés. L. Zeligovskio bariai bandé uzimti ir laikinaja sostine —
Kauna. Cia jsikiso Tauty Sajunga, kuri liepé sustabdyti masius ir nustaté nauja demarkacine Lietuvos
ir Lenkijos linija.

Po visy kovy Lietuvos valstybingumas buvo iSsaugotas, taciau Vilniaus krastas liko Lenkijai.
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Demokratiné Lietuva

Iki 1920 mety valdzios funkcijas atliko Lietuvos taryba su pirmininku Antanu Smetona priesakyje. Tik
apgynus Lietuvos teritorija, pradéta galvoti apie institucine naujosios valstybés saranga. Taigi 1920
mety geguze, po visy kovy, buvo susaukti visuotiniai Steigiamojo seimo rinkimai.

ISrinktas seimas priémé Lietuvos konstitucija, kurioje buvo jtvirtinta, kad Lietuva yra demokratiné
valstybé. Pagal Konstitucija, seimo pagrindinis uzdavinys buvo leisti jstatymus. Ministry kabinetas,
suformuotas i§ dauguma seime turéjusiy partijy, sudaré vykdomaja valdzia. Prezidentas buvo
renkamas Seimo. Pirmuoju taip isrinktu valstybés vadovu tapo kriks¢ioniy demokraty partijos lyderis
Aleksandras Stulginskis.

Tarpukario Lietuvos valstybé buvo Gkininky valstybé. Vyriausybé stengési, kad kiekvienas norintis
galéty turéti Zemés ir jg dirbti. Stambas Gkiai ir dvarai buvo nacionalizuoti, jy savininkams paliekant
iki 80 ha zemés. Nacionalizuotoji Zemé buvo isdalinta bezemiams ir mazazemiams valstieciams,
sukuriant vidutinio dydzio, 15-20 ha, Ukius. Po tokios reformos, Lietuvoje Gkininkavo kone visi. Taigi
neveltui Lietuvoje vis dar daznai isgirsi kiek autoironiska posakj “visi lietuviai yra trecia karta nuo
zagrés”.

Lenkams uzémus Vilniy, Kaunas tapo ne tik laikinaja sostine, bet ir kultdros bei $vietimo centru. Cia
1920 m. spalio 27 dieng buvo jkurta ir pirmoji aukstojo mokslo jstaiga nepriklausomoje Lietuvoje —
Aukstieji kursai. Véliau Aukstieji kursai buvo pervadinti j Lietuvos universiteta, o galiausiai pavadinti
Vytauto Didziojo universitetu. Siuo vardu universitetas veikia iki $iol.

Valstybés karéjai nezinojo apie gyventojy tautine sudétj. Jie spéjo, kad kitatauciai gali sudaryti
penktadalj ar net ketvirtadalj krasto gyventojy (véliau, padarius gyventojy suraSyma, vis délto
paaiskéjo, kad lietuviai sudaro absoliu¢ia dauguma - 83% gyventojy). Tuo tarpu besikurianciai
valstybei reikéjo visy joje gyvenusiy tauty paramos. Sios priezastys lémé, kad tautinés mazumos
tarpukario Lietuvoje galéjo dziaugtis didelémis laisvémis ir privilegijomis.

Tautinéms mazumomes, kurios sudaro Zymiga pilieciy dalj” Konstitucija uztikrino kultGrine autonomija.
Mazumos pacios galéjo rapintis savo Svietimu, labdara, savitarpio pagalba ir tam tikslui rinkti atstovus.
Tuo geriausiai pasinaudojo zydai. Jy autonomija buvo puikiai sutvarkyta ir turéjo savo atstova Lietuvos
vyriausybéje. Vis délto, jokios tautiniy mazumy privilegijos negaliojo lenkams, nes jie tuomet buvo
laikomi Lietuvos valstybingumo priesais.

Posiikis j autoritarizma

Kad demokratija jsitvirtinty, kiekvienas pilietis turéty ja jsisamoninti kaip priimtiniausig valdymo
forma. Tam reikia laiko ir kantraus pilie¢iy ugdymo. Jei jo nebus, demokratijos negarantuos nei gera
konstitucija, neilaisva spauda, nei pazangivaldzia. Daugelyje po karo sukirusiy valstybiy demokratiniai
rezimai neissilaiké — juos pakeité autoritariniai lyderiai. Lietuva ¢ia taip pat nebuvo iSimtis.

1926 m. geguzés ménesj Lietuvoje vykusius rinkimus pralaiméjo iki tol valde krikS¢ionys demokratai.
Naujoji vyriausybé, sudaryta i$ liaudininky, socialdemokraty ir tautiniy mazumy, gerokai nutolo nuo
ankstesnio Lietuvos politikos kurso. Lietuvoje buvo panaikinta karo padétis, paskelbta amnestija
politiniams kaliniams. Siomis aplinkybémis netruko pasinaudoti komunistai, surengdami viesa
politine demonstracija Kaune. Visuomenéje kilo pasipiktinimas, kad vyriausybé leidzia laisvai veikti
antivalstybinéms organizacijoms.

Daug neramumy sukélé ir vyriausybés politika lenky tautinés mazumos atzvilgiu: per trumpa laiko
tarpa lenkisky mokykly skaicius nuo 24 sokteléjo iki 91. Kriks¢ionys demokratai pasipiktino vyriausybés
bandymu nutraukti algy mokéjima kunigams. Kariskiai bruzdéjo dél pradétos vykdyti kariuomenés
reformos, nes armija buvo stipriai mazinama.

Atleisti i$ tarnybos bei pasipiktine sumazintu kariuomenés finansavimu, karininkai tapo vienais i3
pagrindiniy samokslo prie$ naujaja vyriausybe rengéjy. Prie jy prisidéjo ir desiniujy partijy, ypac

tautininky, vadai bei kriks¢ionys demokratai. 1926 mety gruodzio 17 dieng kariuomené jsiverzé j
Seima. Perversmo organizatoriai jvedé Lietuvoje karine padétj, o valstybés vadovu buvo paskelbtas jy
lyderis Antanas Smetona. Sgmokslininkai savo veiksmus teisino tuo, jog esg turéjo Ziniy, kad valstybés
perversma rengé komunistai.

Taip Lietuvoje jsigaliojo Antano Smetonos autoritarinis rezimas. Naujasis prezidentas paleido
profsajungas, suteiké jgaliojimus karo lauko teismui, jvedé grieztg cenzira. Prezidentas niekada
nebuvo perrinktas. 1938 metais A. Smetonos vienvaldyste jtvirtino ir nauja konstitucija - ji neribojo
prezidento perrinkimo. Pagal $ig Konstitucija, Prezidentui tiesiogiai atsakingi buvo ir Seimas, ir
Vyriausybé.

Nors A. Smetonos laikais pilieciai visai negaléjo dalyvauti valstybés valdyme, Lietuvoje vis dar nemazai
zmoniy idealizuoja A. Smetonos laikus. Zmonéms imponuoja tai, kad tuo metu Lietuvoje klestéjo
tautiskumas, daug démesio buvo skiriama jaunimo patriotiniam, doriniam ugdymui. Nostalgija A.
Smetonos laikams lemia, kad dalis Zzmoniy ir Siandien Lietuvoje troksta “tvirtos rankos’, “teisingo”
valstybés vadovo.

Independent Lithuania

Fights for independence

When Lithuania declared its independence in the neighborhood the states of Latvia and Poland were
establishing. In Russia the regime was changing. Lithuania, a small and yet officially unrecognized,
located between stronger states, became their target. For two years country fought for survival.

At the same time Lithuania was attacked by several enemies. Bolshevists were trying to implement
the idea of World Revolution so they aimed at entrenching Soviet authority outside Russia. Of course,
trying to conquer the world, it is easiest to start from neighbours. So the way of revolution started in
Lithuania and went to the West. In 1919 the Red Army commanded by V. Kapsukas entered Vilnius.
Lithuania at a time was just starting to recruit its army. However, on August the army managed to
dislodge Bolsheviks out of Lithuania.

In the second part of 1919 Lithuania faced a new enemy — Bermonts. They were allied units of Germans
and Russians who fought against Bolshevists. They also wanted to convert Lithuania’s territory into
a battlefield. But on December still not fully composed Lithuanian army protected its territory from
Bermonts.

The most difficult battles were with Poland which tried at least to annex Vilnius region. On October
9, 1920, units which were almost as big as the then Lithuanian army commanded by general L.
Zeligowski entered Vilnius. Lithuanian forces located in Vilnius were too small and the capital was
lost. They also tried to take over the temporary capital of Lithuania Kaunas. But the League of Nations
ordered to stop fighting and set up a demarcation line between Lithuania and Poland.

After all fights the statehood was saved but Vilnius region remained for Poland.

Democratic Lithuania

Till 1920 the Council of Lithuania chaired by Antanas Smetona has been an executive authority in
Lithuania. After protecting Lithuania’s territory discussions about new institutional structure arose.
So, on May of 1920 the elections for the Constituent Assembly of Lithuania were held.

The elected assembly adopted the Constitution which declared that Lithuania is a democratic state.
According to the Constitution the Assembly was a legislative authority; the Cabinet of Ministers

formed of ruling parties was an executive authority. The President was appointed by the Assembly.
The leader of Christian Democratic Party Aleksandras Stulginskis became the first head of the state
elected in such way.

During interwar Lithuanians were agriculturists. The government attempted that every willing would
get land and could farm it. Large farms and estates were nationalized leaving up to 80 ha for their
owners. Nationalized land was redistributed for landless or small landowners by 15-20 ha. After this
reform almost everyone in Lithuania was a farmer. Thus an ironic saying “every Lithuanian originated
from a farmer” s still popular in Lithuania.

When Poles occupied Vilnius, Kaunas became the temporary capital and the centre of culture and
education. On October 27, 1920, Higher Courses of Study, the first higher educational institution
in independent Lithuania, was established in Kaunas. Later it was renamed into the University of
Lithuania, and eventually, to Vytautas Magnus University and retained this name up today.

The state’s establishers knew little about state’s ethnic composition. They guessed that foreigners
constituted 1/5 or even 1/4 of all residents (later, after population census, it emerged that Lithuanians
constituted the overall majority — 83 %). Meanwhile, the state under creation needed support from
every nation living in it. That is why during interwar ethnic groups in Lithuania had many liberties.
The Constitution secured cultural autonomy for ethnic minority groups which “formed a significant
part of all citizens”. Minorities could take care of their education, charity, mutual assistance and could
elect representatives for those matters. Jews fully exercised their rights. They had precisely ordered
autonomy and a representative in Lithuania’s government. However, Poles had no liberties as an
ethnic group because at a time they were enemies of Lithuania’s statehood.

Authoritarian Lithuania

For democracy to entrench every citizen must see it as the best form of government. It requires time
and patient upbringing of citizens. If it was failed to achieve democracy would not be saved neither
by good constitution, nor by liberty of the press or innovative government. Democracy has not lasted
long in many countries created after war. It was replaced by authoritarian leaders. Lithuania was not
an exception.

On May, 1926, Christian Democrats, the former ruling party, lost their majority. New government
formed of populists, social democrats and ethnic minorities took different political course. The state of
war was cancelled; an amnesty for political prisoners was declared. Communists took the occasion to
organize a public political demonstration in Kaunas. The society got indignant with the government
allowing anti-state organizations to operate.

The society was discontent with government’s policy toward Polish ethnic minority: in a short period
the number of Polish schools increased from 24 to 91; Christian Democrats were displeased at
government’s proposals to cut priests’ salaries; soldiers were out of conceit with the army reform as
the army was reduced.

Dismissed and angry for reduced funding, soldiers became one of the main conspirators against
the state. Leaders of rightists, especially populists, and Christians Democrats joined the conspiracy
too. On December 17, 1926 the army occupied Seimas. The organizers of the takeover declared a
state of war situation and announced their leader Antanas Smetona the new executive of the state.
The conspirators justified their actions saying that they had information about upcoming revolution
organized by communists.

This is how authoritarian regime of Antanas Smetona was established in Lithuania. The new president
dismissed trade-unions, deputed the court-martial, set up censorship. The president has never
been re-elected. In 1938 his autocracy was strengthened by the Constitution which did not limit re-
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election of the president. According to this Constitution, Seimas and the Government were directly
accountable to the President.

Even though during Smetonas’ presidency the rights of citizens were suspended, many Lithuanians
still idealize those times of prospering nationality and patriotic and moral youth. People are nostalgic
for A. Smetona because they long for a “fair” president with a “steady hand".

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Triskart okupuota Lietuva

SSRS okupuoja Lietuva

1939 metais, jau prasidéju Il pasauliniam karui, SSRS ir Nacistiné Vokietija pasirasé sienos ir draugystés
sutartj, pagal kurig jtakos zonomis pasidalino visa Vidurio ir Ryty Europa. Pagal 3ia sutartj, Lietuva
pateko j SSRS jtako zona. Lietuvos, kaip ir daugelio kity Europos valstybiy, likimas nebepriklausé jai
paciai. Lietuva priklausé jau tik nuo karo eigos ir nuo to, kaip jame sekési didZiosioms priesininkéms
- SSRS ir Vokietijai.

Permaininga karo eiga Iémé, kad Lietuva buvo okupuota net tris kartus. Vis i$ naujo krastas buvo
siaubiamas, naikinamas jo Ukis, terorizuojami gyventojai. Pirmoji okupacija, kuri jvyko dar prie$
jsisiautéjant karui, turéjo atrodyti graziai pasaulio akyse. 1939 metais SSRS, kuriai jau priklausé
Lenkijos dalis su Vilniumi, pasialé (nors pagal aplinkybes tinkamesnis zodis baty “priverté”) Lietuvai
pasiradyti savitarpio pagalbos sutartj. Mainais uz Vilniaus krasto grazinima Lietuva | savo teritorija
jsileido Soviety kariuomene - Raudonaja armija.

1940 birzelio 14 dieng Lietuvos uzsienio reikaly ministrui buvo jteiktas ultimatumas, kuriame Lietuva
iSgalvotai kaltinama savitarpio pagalbos sutarties pazeidinéjimu. Ultimatumas suteiké preteksta
okupacijai, o pacia okupacija jvykdyti buvo vienas juokas - juk SSRS kariniai daliniai jau buvo jsikare
Lietuvoje. Be to, ta pacia dieng vokieciy kariuomené jzengé j Paryziy, taigi pasauliui buvo lengva
nepastebéti mazytés Lietuvos okupacijos.

Pacig pirma okupacijos dieng SSRS Lietuvoje pradéjo kruvinas represija ir zmoniy trémimus j Sibira.
Per keletg dieny i$ Lietuvos gyvuliniais vagonais iSvezta keliolika takstanc¢iy Zzmoniy, daugiausia
inteligentijos. Dar takstanciai Zmoniy nukankinti vietinése NKVD bdastinése. Atsikratydama tautos
Sviesuomene, SSRS noréjo i$ anksto uzkirsti kelig galimam pasipriesinimui, tautiniam judéjimui.

Vokietijos okupacija ir SSRS re-okupacija

1941 metais Il pasauliniame kare puikiai sekési Vokietijai. Nesilaikydama jokiy ankstesniy sutarciy su
Rusija, Vokietija Zengé per visg Europa, siekdama uzimti pacia Rusija. Zinoma, pakeliui buvo Lietuva.
Taigi 1941-1945 metais musy valstybé gyveno Vokietijos valdzioje.

Vokietijos okupacija lietuviams nebuvo tokia Ziauri kaip soviety. BolSevikai buvo pakeite ,savais” visa
valdZios aparata, o vokieciai pakeité tik valdZios virSune. Visose kitose valdZios grandyse like lietuviai
pareiglnai daugiau ar maziau pro pirstus zitréjo j naciy reikalavimus. Naciai maziau vykdé zairumy
pries gyventojus, taciau labai alino salies 0kj, siysdami didziajg dalj pagamintos produkcijos j fronta.
Taip pat buvo naikinamos knygos, bibliotekos, tautiniai simboliai.

Viena didziausiy Lietuvos tragedijy — Zydy naikinimas. Buvo sunaikinta apie 170 tikstan¢iy - mazdaug
90% visy Lietuvos zydy. | zydy naikinimag buvo jtraukti keli Simtai lietuviy. Kai kuriuos paveiké
nacionalsocializmo ideologijos jtaka. Taciau dauguma - tai, kad dalis Zydy aktyviai veiké Lietuvos
nepriklausomybés naikinimo metu, sovietizuojant Lietuva, organizuojant 1940-1941 mety lietuviy
trémimus. Zydai tai daré, bandydami i$vengti naciy valdZios atéjimo. Lietuviams gi nebuvo didesnés
tragedijos uZ soviety valdzia, todél kai kurie lietuviai tuo metu maté nacius kaip mazesne blogybe. Vis
délto, Zydy naikinima dauguma lietuviy smerké.

1944 metais Raudonoji armija vijo i$ uzimty teritorijy karg pralaiminéjancius vokiecius. Uzémusi
Lietuva, sovietiné valdZia greitai atkaré sistema, buvusig iki karo. Kasdieniniu reiskiniu tapo stalininis
teroras — 1945 m. pavasarj vél prasidéjo masiniai Lietuvos gyventojy trémimai. I3 viso nuo represijy
nukentéjo vir§ 300 000 zmoniy, beveik 70 000 Zuvo kovose ar buvo nuzudyti, miré tremtyje.

“Homo Sovieticus” visuomené

Soviety Lietuvoje negaléjo likti nieko privataus, individualaus. Visos gyvenimo sritys buvo tvarkomos
valstybés — nuo tkinés veiklos iki kiirybos ir Zmoniy asmeninio gyvenimo.

Tarpukariu Lietuva klestéjo dél savo Zeme mylin¢iy, darb3ciy akininky. Tarpukario Lietuvos vyriausybé
dalino Zeme jos neturintiems — nors po maza lopinélj zemés, kuri buty sava. Soviety sajungos
sudétyje akis buvo tvarkomas atvirksciai. Visa Zemé buvo nacionalizuota, o Gkininkai suvaryti gyventi
j kolektyvines gyvenvietes ir dirbti j kolektyvinius Gkius. Zmonés nieko negaléjo uZsiauginti sau - visas
ju derlius atitekdavo valstybei.

Nacionalizuotas buvo ne tik Zemés Ukis, bet ir visa pramoné. Gamyklos buvo sustambintos, skirtos
daugiausia sunkiosios pramonés gamybai. Juk svarbiausia SSRS buvo karine ginkluote nuolat
rungtyniauti su JAV. Maisto prekiy parduotuveés tuo tarpu bidavo pustusteés.

SSRS ekonomika buvo planiné. Tai reiskia, kad Komunisty partija uzbrézdavo nerealius Gkio vystymosi
planus visai SSRS ir kiekvienos respublikos tkj jtraukdavo j plano vykdyma. Kiekvienais metais planai
buvo “virSyjami” Taciau i$ tikryjy sovietiné sistema buvo pagrjsta melu — niekas nezinojo nei tikrosios
tkio padéties, nei apskritai padéties valstybéje. Soviety sajungoje neegzistavo jokios neigiamos
zZinios.

Sovietizavus Lietuvos Ukj, reikéjo sukurti ir sovietinj lietuvj. Antraip Lietuvos politiné integracija |
SSRS bei Gkiné sovietizacija buty iSorinio ir laikino pobudzio. Tad svarbiausias Maskvos tikslas buvo
paversti lietuviy tauta,homo sovieticus”, t.y. ugdyti istikimybe ir atsidéjima SSRS ir komunisty partijai,
menkinti Lietuvos nepriklausomybés laikotarpj, klastoti Lietuvos istorija, diegti rusy kalba visose
gyvenimo srityse, tautinius paprocius ir tradicijas transformuoti j sovietinius.

Nuo sovietinés cenziros labai nukentéjo Lietuvos kultira ir meno raida. Menininkai ne tik net jtarimy
priestaravimu sovietinei sistemai negaléjo kelti, bet ir turéjo savo kdriniuose atvirai 3ig sistema
aukstinti. Vis délto, menininkams metaforomis bandant apeiti cenzira, gimé savitas ir savitai Zavus
karybos stilius. Lietuviai puikiai suprasdavo Sias metaforas, tik sovietinei cenzirai jos ne visada badavo
jkandamos.

In 1939, during World War 2, Soviet Union and Nazi Germany signed Boundaries and Friendship Treaty
dividing spheres of influence in the Middle and Eastern Europe. According to this treaty Lithuania was
transferred to the Soviet sphere of influence. Lithuania as many of the other countries in Europe no
longer was responsible for its fate. The state depended on the course of war, Germany’s and Soviet
Union's success in it.

Due to changeable course of war Lithuania was occupied 3 times. The region suffered from repeated
ravages, destruction of economy, and terror of citizens. The first occupation should have astonished
the whole world. In 1939 Soviet Union, which already had Poland with Vilnius region, offered (or
should we say compelled) Mutual Assistance Pact for Lithuania. Vilnius region was transferred to
Lithuania in exchange of stationing the Red Army within its territory.

On June 14, 1940, Lithuanian Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs received an ultimatum blaming
Lithuania for violating Mutual Assistance Pact. It was a pretext for an easy occupation as the Soviet
troops were already stationed in Lithuania. The same day German army entered to Paris that is why
the world overlooked the occupation of small Lithuania.

From the first occupation day Soviet Union started repressions and deportations to Siberia. Within
few days some 17 000 Lithuanians (most of them were intellectuals) were deported in cattle-trucks.
Thousands of people died in NKVD headquarters. By liquidating Lithuanian intelligentsia Soviet
Union wanted to preclude the possibility of resistance or national movement.

German occupation and return of Soviet authority

The year 1941 was successful for Germany in World War 2. Violating all previous agreements with
Russia, Germans ploughed their way through Europe trying to occupy Russia. Lithuania was on its
way, so from 1941 to 1945 the state was under Germans' authority.

This occupation was not as cruel as the Russian one. Bolsheviks replaced all state machinery by
insiders; Germans changed just the head of the state. Lithuanians official from other state units more
or less winked at Nazis demands. Germans were not so cruel for Lithuanians but they impoverished
the economy by sending the produce to the front. They also were destroying books, libraries, national
symbols.

One of the biggest tragedies in Lithuania was the massacre of Jews. About 170 000 Jews were killed
(90 % of Lithuanian Jews). Few hundred Lithuanians were involved in the holocaust. Some of them
were driven by the impact of national socialist ideology but mostly because Jews were considered
responsible for deportations of Lithuanians during sovietization (1940-1941). Jews did that trying to
escape from the German occupation. Lithuanians were mostly afraid of Soviet authority therefore
Nazis’ occupation was a safer “choice.” However, most of Lithuanians condemned holocaust.

In 1944 the Red Army evicted the war loosing Germans from Lithuania. Soviet Union soon restored the
previous system. Stalin’s terror became everyday phenomenon. In spring of 1945 mass deportations
started again. Overall 300 000 people suffered from repressions, almost 70 000 lost their lives in
battles, were killed or died in exile.

“Homo Sovieticus” society

In Soviet Lithuania nothing private or individual existed. All spheres of life (from farming activities to
creative works and personal life) were controlled by the government.

During interwar Lithuania prospered because of diligent farmers who loved their land. The interwar

Lithuanian government has been distributing the land for landless people. Soviet Union government
took opposite actions. All the land was nationalized and farmers were forced to collective farming. All
grown production went to the state; peasants could not grow anything for themselves.

The industry was also nationalized. Factories were enlarged, heavy industry was developed. USSR
always sought to overtake USA in weaponry. Whereas, food shops in USSR were half empty.

USSR implemented planned economy: the Communist party set unreal development plans for
economy and involved other state’s economies for implementing. Every year those plans were
“exceeded". But actually, Soviet system was based on a lie: nobody really knew neither the real state
of the economy, nor the situation in the state. Negative news did not exist in Soviet Union.

After sovietization of the economy, a Soviet Lithuanian had to be created. In other case, Lithuania’s
political integration into USSR and sovietization of the economy would be just external and temporal.
So the main Soviets aim was to transform Lithuanian nation into “homo sovieticus’, i.e., to develop
loyalty and zeal for USSR and communist party; to diminish the period of independence; to falsify
history of Lithuania; to introduce the Russian language into all spheres of life; to transform national
customs and traditions into Soviet ones.

Lithuanian culture and art suffered a lot from Soviet censorship. Artists were forced to praise Soviet
authority in their works; they could not express any negative opinion about it. However, they did it by
the use of metaphors which were not understandable for Soviet censorship.

Questions and reflections

Have your state ever been occupied? What were the consequences? Consider why Lithuania usually appears
in zone of bigger states interests. Maybe the fate of your state is similar? If you are from a big state: what do
you think about those “little stubborn” states? Do they interfere with bigger states’ goals? How it should be
solved? Do you still notice soviet legacy in Lithuanian intellection? Give some examples.

Tac¢iau esant tokioms
nelygioms jégoms (partizany buvo mazai ir jie nebuvo gerai organizuoti), pasiprieSinimas buvo
pasmerktas zlugti.

Taciau lietuviai visg sovietinés okupacijos laikotarpj prieSinosi valdziai pilietiniu nepaklusnumu,
valdzios priemoniy boikotu, nelegaliy organizacijy kdrimu, pogrindinés spaudos leidimu, peticijy ir
laisky, reikalavusiy garantuoti jstatymais numatytas teises ir laisves, raSymu.

Zmonés boikotuodavo rinkimus j SSRS, LSSR auk3¢iausiasias bei vietines tarybas. Lietuvos Zmonés
nestojo j komunisty partija ar komjaunima, o tarp jstojusiy vyravo nelietuviai. Ukininkai sabotavo
valdZios uzdétas prievoles. 1949 m. 53,6% jy nebuvo jvykde pieno ir 70% - mésos privalomuyjy
pristatymuy. Lietuvos vyrai boikotavo mobilizacija j soviety kariuomene.

Pasipriesinimas pasireikSdavo Lietuvos valstybingumo simboliy demonstravimu, bazny¢ios lankymu,
sovietinio gyvenimo pasiepimais bei kritika. Daugéjo jaunimo jkurty organizaciju, kurios skleisdavo
laisvés idéjas, paminédavo Vasario 16-3ja, iSkeldami matomose vietose Lietuvos véliava bei platindami
antisovietinius atsiS8aukimus.

Nuo 1956 m., mirus Stalinui, pradéjo rastis jvairesniy pasiprieSinimo formy. Vienu ryskiausiy
pogrindinés rezistencijos pasireiskimu buvo nelegalios katalikiskos ir pilietinés spaudos atsiradimas.

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Fight for independence

Resistance for Soviet authority

During Soviet occupation Lithuanians cherished hope for independence. Until 1953 groups of
partisans hid in forests and attacked enemies. However, and they were not organized so the resistance
was doomed to failure.

Lithuanians during Soviet occupation opposed to the authority by civil disobedience, boycott of
government measures, establishing of illegal organizations, publishing of underground press, writing
petitions and letters asking to assure rights and liberties set by law.

They boycotted elections to supreme and local Soviet If USSR and Lithuanian SSR. Lithuanians refused
to join the Communist Party and Komsomol. The farmers sabotaged duties set by government. In
1949 53.6 % of them failed to deliver the compulsory delivery of milk, and 70 % of meat. Lithuanian
men boycotted mobilization to Soviet army.

The resistance also manifested by demonstrating national symbols, attending the Church, mocking
and criticizing the Soviet lifestyle. The number of youth organizations increased: they spread ideas
about freedom, commemorated February 16" by planting a standard in public places and distributing
anti-soviet proclamations.

Since Stalin’s death, 1956, more forms of resistance appeared. One of them was illegal Catholic and
civic press. Romas Kalanta demonstrated an extreme form of resistance to Soviet regime: on May 14,
1972, he set himself on fire in Kaunas. His sacrifice accelerated the formation of unarmed resistance
in 1980s.

Restoration of independence

When M. Gorbachev came to the power (1985) major changes called Perestroika were initiated. He
wanted to retain the Soviet but liberalize the regime by granting liberty of the press, free speech
Union and allowing privatization.

That was exactly what Lithuanians needed. So the enthusiasts of statehood established reform
movement of Lithuania “Sajadis." They organized meetings where they asked for independence, used
national symbols, sang anthem of Independent Lithuania, talked about important but concealed
events of Lithuanian history. People increasingly joined the movement.

The participants and Lithuanians achieved their goal. In 1988-1989 Lithuanian SSR Supreme Council
returned national symbols: Lithuanian tricolor and national anthem by Vincas Kudirka “Tautiska
giesmé! Lithuanian became an official language. February 16™ was officially commemorated for the
first time; annulled the 1940 decisions on proclaiming Lithuania a part of USSR. Political prisoners and
deportees were exonerated. Vilnius Archcathedral was returned for the believers. In 1989 Lithuanian
SSR Supreme Council passed constitutional amendments on Lithuanian laws over Soviet legislation.
On August 23, 1989, Latvians, Lithuanians and Estonians joined hands in a human chain stretching
from Vilnius to Tallinn. That was the way of condemning Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact and demonstrating
the unity of 3 Baltic States in seeking independence. Young men increasingly refused to serve in the
Soviet army.

On February 24, 1990, the first free and democratic elections to the Supreme Council were held.
Elections ended in the victory of Sajladis which declared independence in their election programme.
On March 11, 1990, the Supreme Council of Lithuanian SSR proclaimed the re-establishment of the
Independence of the Republic of Lithuania.

Today it's 20 years for Lithuanian independence. After re-establishment of independence Lithuania
suffered an economic blockade and military actions against armless people when USSR army

attempted to occupy Vilnius TV Tower on January 13, 1991. However the state got stronger as it
received international recognition. Today Lithuania is a member in a community of equal states,
belonging to EU and NATO.
